·  Short-sightedness (myopia)

· Near objects are clearly visible but distant objects are out of focus

· Due to eyeball being longer or cornea being too rounded

· Corrected with concave lenses
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· Long-sightedness (hypermetropia)

· Distant objects are clearly visible but near objects are out of focus

· Due to eyeball being shorter or cornea being too flat

· Corrected with convex lenses
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· Astigmatism

· Image is unclear or blurry.

· Due to cornea being shaped like a rugby ball

· This leads to light rays being focused on two places.

· Corrected with glasses, contacted lenses and laser surgery
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· Cataracts

· Clouding of lens

· Corrected by surgical removal of lens and replaced with clear, synthetic lens.
